General Science 8HP

Course Description:  This is a one year accelerated course for qualified 8th graders.  The goal of this course is to introduce concepts in physical science, as well as the nature of scientific method of investigation as outlined in the California Academic and Performance Standards. The content areas to be covered are as follows:  Scientific Investigation and Experimentation, Motion, Forces, Structure of Matter, Earth in the Solar System, Reactions, Chemistry of Living Systems, Periodic Table, Density and Buoyancy.  Students will also design science projects and participate in a science fair.

Homework Policy:  Homework will be assigned an average of 4-5 days a week and is generally due at the start of class the following day.  Each homework assignment is designed to reinforce the current day's lesson or the current unit of study. Missing or late assignments not associated with a valid absences will be accepted for half credit (50%) until two weeks before the end of the semester.   It is the responsibility of the student to ask for the missed assignments.  The number of days allotted to hand in make-up work is equal to the number of days the student was verified absent from class. 
Missed Labs-If a student misses a lab, they must make arrangements with the teacher to make-up the lab before school or at lunch.  Labs must be made-up within three days of student returning to school.
Grading Policy:   Students earn a grade by accumulating points from tests, homework assignments, labs, notebooks, quizzes, and projects.  Grades will be available to you through Aeries.  Grades will typically be posted once a week.   Grades are weighted:      TESTS=50%
    HOMEWORK/CLASSWORK=30% 
LABS 20%.   Students in this class must achieve B- or higher, or may be placed on academic probation and dropped from the class.
Students who fail to place their name on their papers will not receive a score.   Students can check the “NO NAME” folder and resubmit the assignment for half credit (50%).
